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Challenge 2019, which will be held in Rome from 11t to 13t December 2019. Each finalist
will be able to share with the public, thanks to a dedicated stand in the large exhibition area.
At the end of this first selection, the jury, coordinated by a designated president, will make a
final reflection on the results and will proclaims the winners. The three days conclude with the
proclamation and the awarding of the winners of the competition in the Sala Giulio Cesare in
Campidoglio, the Rome city town hall, in the presence of the institutions.
